Have you heard of Survey Monkey?

You can spend as much or as little as you decide on gathering data from your customers using this
method. The basic plan is absolutely FREE and offers up to 10 questions to up to 100 customers.

Of course, like anything, you get what you pay for, so take a look at what the other plans include
as you may find that the benefits outweigh the cost - particularly if the survey is going to be a
regular way of communicating with your customers.

Having never used the service to ask the questions, I am unable to personally recommend this
service, but I do think that if you are considering surveying your customers that this is worth a
look. I have been on the "customer” side of the basic survey and I must say that it was pretty
painless.

Maybe it is worth a try?

Website Elves Hosting

When we first set up Website Elves, we offered two options for paying for hosting - either
annually or monthly. The monthly option was cancelled for new customers a few years ago due to
the high administration costs involved.

As of 1st November 2011, those existing customers currently on monthly hosting will be
transferred to annual hosting. The cost of annual hosting is $159 plus GST per anhum which is a
saving of $21 plus GST per annum.
